Aaron Pearce – One of Our Founders  
 
What was it like for those who started our 
church, so many yeas ago?  In the summer of 
1830 the First Christian Church of Southeast, 
Danbury and Patterson, gathered together by 
eight persons who “united together to watch 
over each other for good, and to maintain the 
ordinances of the Gospel.” Reverend Reuben 
Allerton was its first pastor and Aaron Pearce 
was one of the original eight members.  He 
was devoted to the Christian Church and was 
to serve as clerk, moderator and treasurer 
over the years.  He was there when our 
church was built in 1846, and he served it 
well. 
 
On his death the Danbury paper had a very 
brief obituary on August 11, 1880, stating that 
Aaron Pearce, of King Street, died yesterday 
at his residence. Mr. Pearce was a prominent 
man in official circles and had filled several 
offices under town government.  No mention 
was made of his part in the growth of our 
little church, which at that time consisted of 
the sanctuary as far as the curve in the ceiling, 
and nothing more. 
 
Rev. B.F. Fanton, minister at that time, wrote 
another obituary, and I would like to share it 
with you. 
 
From the Danbury News, August 26, 1880: 
 
“This good and true man quietly passed over 
to the heavenly land on August 10, 1880, at 
his lifelong home in Danbury, Conn., at the 
age of 79 years.  Something more than a 
passing notice is due to his memory.  Fifty 
years ago and more, he became interested in 
the preaching of some of our pioneer 

ministers who came into this vicinity, 
preaching a gospel of freedom and meeting 
often, as was then common with opposition 
from sects.  His naturally clear and logical 
mind and innate love of truth to which his 
integrity of heart always made him loyal, led 
him to see at a glance the strength of their 
position, and to accept it as being in his 
judgment, the true position for all Christians. 
 
He gave himself earnestly to the work which 
his soul loved and mainly through his 
influence, a Christian Church was organized, 
himself and seven others constituting its 
membership at its organization, of whom he 
was for several yeas, the sole survivor.  Had 
he lived a few weeks more, he would have 
held his membership for 50 years.” 
 
Of added interest is the fact that his wife, 
Pamela, died on July 12, 1846, at the age of 
45.  The church had not been competed, and 
in order to hold her funeral boards were 
brought in and seats made to accommodate 
the friends. Burial followed in the adjoining 
cemetery.  
 
As you look at his picture that hangs in the 
library, remember him as one who gave so 
much of his life for our beloved church. His 
portrait suggests a stern dedicated friend, and 
one we would have admired.

Anyone who has attended a program at the 
Antioch Baptist Church can testify that the 
music there washes over you with spirit and 
joy.  More details are in the letter on the 
bulletin board opposite our church office. 
 
At the December council meeting Financial 
Secretary Jean Jackson reported that there had 
been a significant increase in the total for next 
year’s pledge income.  Jean added that a few 
pledges were still to come.  Council meetings 
typically start with individuals sharing signs of 
grace.  After coming through the door prepared 
to have to deal with some really tough 
decisions, the group expressed thanks as a body 
for the sign that “God loves this church.”  
 
On behalf of the church council, thank you for 
your financial support for the King Street 
United Church of Christ, its programs, and 
outreach.  The council will review the proposed 
budget in January.  The final proposal will be 
submitted for congregational approval at the 
congregational meeting scheduled for Sunday, 
January 25th.  We also hope to have a good 

discussion planning for fund-raising events for 
next year.
