As We Were 
  

While browsing through some old 
Messengers, I found this article that really 
brought back memories to me.  I think you 
will enjoy it. 
  

This is a time covering the 1960’s when I 
joined what I thought was a little church.  So 
powerful that it can hardly be called a little 
church. Reverend Stoddard Williams was our 
pastor. 
  

At that time the church sanctuary ended 
where you see the arch and the Parish House 
comprised the balance of the edifice.  We did 
have a kitchen in the basement (now the 
Thrift Shop), and when suppers were held in 
the Martin Room, food was brought up and 
down by way of the dumbwaiter, no longer 
available at the end of the Martin Room. 
  

To become a member of the church was to 
immediately be a part of a special family.  
My first Sunday as a visitor made such an 
impression on me.  Donald Humphrey, a 
former Deacon, took my hand and gave me 
the grand tour introducing me to the entire 
congregation including the lovely choir led by 
Katharine Rodgers, organist and musical 
director. 
  

On August 23, 1964, we celebrated our 134th 
Anniversary, and former Pastors, Reverend 
Charles Kennedy, Reverend Otto Reuman 
and Reverend Seldon Humphrey, took part in 
the service.  We were proud to announce the 
full payment of the mortgage on the Parish 
House, now known as the Martin Room. 
  

The area was growing as was membership 
and by 1965 there were 110 pupils in the 
Sunday school.  Classes were held in the 
kitchen, the nursery, upstairs, downstairs, in 
the sanctuary, in the parsonage, and even in 
the King Street Firehouse.  Cars shuttled the 
children back and forth. 
  

In 1966, by vote of the congregation, we 
joined the United Church of Christ, and 
changed the name from King Street Christian 
Church, to the King Street United Church of 
Christ. 
  

We did indeed need more room, and in 
January of 1966, the amount of $75,000 was 
approved for a new educational wing.  A year 
later, on January 1, 1967, Reverend Williams 
led us in a ground breaking ceremony for the 
new building which was to include a study 
for the minister, a lounge, six classrooms, a 
large meeting room and a kitchen. 
  

While plans were under way for the 
expansion, the church proper was painted, 
screen added on one side, and an electric 
furnace purchased.  Due to some missing 
parts, we were without heat for the month of 
March and services were held in the Parish 
House.  On Palm Sunday, April 3, 1966, a 
portable gasoline heat blower was acquired 
and was used to heat the church until the 
furnace was finally installed on May 29, 
1966. 
  

During these years numerous groups within 
the church were successfully organized 
including a Men’s Fellowship and Junior 
Diaconate.  The men contributed much to 
the care of the church, and our young people 
assisted the deacons during the service, 
helped address the Messenger, and cared for 
the nursery children. 
  

The years from 1963 to 1968 were very 
special and today we look back on those 
years and realize where we are today.  We 
see the education wing completed, the 
driveway paved, the church itself enlarged, 
and a community continually growing with 
many needs which our Church was sent by 
God to fulfill.  What does our Lord have for 
us in the future and will we be ready to go 
on that journey with Him?
