Last Sunday the Bell Choir was up in the balcony, and 

although I prefer to look at them, I have been told that 

the acoustics from above are better, making the music 

flow throughout the sanctuary.   They treated us to three 

pieces – “Come to the Table,” “What Wondrous Love Is 

This,” and “He Is Exalted” which added so much to the 

beauty of the service. 
 

The Bell Choir has been in existence since 1981.  I 

remember when it started and find it hard to believe that 

29 years have gone by.  Some of the ringers have been 

with the group since the beginning. 
 

The Bell Choir was the inspiration of Claudia Landall, 

former Music Director and wife of Rev. Kenneth Landall.  

As she put it “the dream came out of thin air” and as she 

talked about her desire to have a bell choir, enthusiasm 

grew.  She remembers a huge keyboard of bells being 

hung in the hall and we were asked to sign up to buy a 

bell.  John and Jessie Patton were among the first, 

purchasing one of the larger bells.  To help further, the 

Music Board held a ziti dinner after which a concert was 

presented by the High School Bell Choir from the 

Waverly New York United Methodist Church.  We were 

greatly impressed by their outstanding example of the use 

of the bells in both sacred and secular areas of music.  In 

May of that year we were also treated to a program at our 

regular church service, given by the Hand Bell Choir 

from the United Methodist Church in Danbury.  These 

events inspired us in our own efforts to form a handbell 

choir. 
 

A three octave set of Malmark Handbells was purchased 

in 1982 and an enthusiastic group was formed, under  

Claudia’s direction..  On December 5
th

, 1983, the bells 

were dedicated during the Sunday morning service.  

Memories remain of the ringers first efforts of playing 

“Jesu Joy of Man’s Desiring,” a most difficult undertaking. 

 

Bob Sanger became Music Director in 1984, and Gail 

Vislocky, who had rung with her previous church in New 

Jersey, took over the bell choir.  In 1985, Diane Cooke 

took over as handbell director. Bob Sanger claimed the 

choirs to be the best he had ever heard. 
 

The Adult Handbell Choir, known as Joyful Expressions, 

traveled to the First Church of Christ in Woodbridge, 

CT.  They were engaged in forming their own handbell 

choir, and the Music Committee had asked us to perform 

for their congregation. Included in the program were 

hymns and songs performed here at King Street Church 

explaining ringing techniques and giving a short history of 

handbells.  Although the group was nervous, they found 

sharing the beautiful handbells to be a very enjoyable 

experience. 
 

To hear our handbell choirs is always a thrill, but one 

occasion not to be forgotten was in May, 1988, when they 

played “Morning Has Broken.”  Not only was the music 

outstanding, but all the ringers looked so lovely in their 

beautiful blue blouses, a gift of Joann Chambers, 

complemented by beautiful vests made by Mary Ann 

McGlothlin and Diane Cooke.  That year, for the first 

time, they participated in the Handbell Festival at Kings 

College in Pleasantville, NY. 
 

In 1989, Barbara Nobles formed a youth bell choir to 

develop new ringers - which are always needed.  She also 

assumed direction of the Junior Bell Choir.  Joyful 

Expressions, along with the Junior Bell Choir, attended 

the Eastern National Festival in Hartford, CT, which 

included 1000 ringers from as far away as Puerto Rico.  . 
 

Our Junior Bell Choir attended the first ever National 

Festival for young ringers.  The following year the group 

played at the FCI in Danbury.  At that time the inmates 

were men and after the performance they expressed their 

appreciation for the ringers.  Another special event was 

held in January, 1992, at the Cathedral of Saint John the 

Divine in New York City.  After going on the famous 

candlelight tour of the Cathedral’s High Spaces they 

played their bells at the midnight service.  The first 

handbell choir to do so!  That night they slept in sleeping 

bags in the basement. 
 

Barb Nobles, along with her Junior Bell Choir, formed a 

Chime Choir.  It was a joy to hear them play. Of course, 

the ringers play because they love to, giving praise to our 

Lord. Bells can be given as gifts or memorials and each is 

inscribed on the handle. 
 

We have been fortunate to have dedicated directors such 

as Claudia Landall, Gail Vislocky, Barbara Nobles, Diane 

Cooke, Rebecca Schultz, Larry Deming, Jan Gregory and 

now Lisa Murray.  Many thanks to Pastor Cindy Maddox 

who has filled in directing the choir on an as-needed 

basis. 
 

We admire the commitment of our ringers and directors 

and appreciate time spent rehearsing, not to mention the  

effort involved in setting up and taking down the tables 

and lugging in and lugging out the many heavy bells for 

every performance. We love to hear them play and to 

them we say Thank You and God Bless You All.
