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HISTORIAN CORNER

Recently I received a request from Rev. Gregory
Dawson, pastor of the Seymour Congregational Church,
regarding information on Rev. Charles Kennedy who
had served both the Seymour church and KSUCC.
Looking through Helen Humphrey’s Messengers during
that time has been most rewarding and | would like to
share a bit about Rev. Kennedy with you.

Charles Kennedy graduated from Yale University in
1951. Following his graduation, he taught Science and
English at the Kanehameha School in Honolulu for two
years and then returned to New Haven to attend the
Yale Divinity School from which he graduated in June,
1956. During this time, Charles also served as a Pastoral
Associate at the Seymour church. On June 26, 1956,
our minister at KSUCC resigned and the search was
underway for a new pastor. At a special meeting of the
members of the KSUCC it was unanimously voted to
extend a call to Charles to serve the church as a part-
time resident minister beginning on September 1. He
would also continue his studies towards a PhD degree in
Old Testament Studies at the Yale Graduate School
two-three days a week. That summer he also conducted
Sunday services at KSUCC as a supply preacher.
Charles and his wife and two little girls moved into the
parsonage which at that time was located on King
Street. It had been twenty years since a minister of
KSUCC had occupied this building.

On September 23, 1956, a welcome reception for Mr.
and Mrs. Kennedy was held in the Martin Memorial
Hall, led by Mr. Philip Forbes, Moderator of KSUCC.
On November 25, 1956, our congregation was invited
by Rev. Harry Miner of Seymour to attend the
ordination of Rev. Kennedy, his letter saying “We feel
that you have as great interest in this great day as we
here, and I want, as minister of this church, to
emphasize how much we look forward to the presence
of many members of your church on November 25t.”

Mrs. Kennedy began to get involved and under her
direction and that of Mrs. David McKee, the Pilgrim
Fellowship met at the parsonage for a Taffy Pulling
Party in February, 1957. She later became known for
winning first prizes at the Danbury Fair for her white
bread, parker house rolls, fancy buns and apple jelly, and
third prize for her peaches.

Rev. Kennedy was concerned about the number of
parents that did not attend church while their children
attended Sunday School. As a result, in addition to the

11 am service, he started a Family Service on April 14,
1957 that met at 9:45 am. Parents were cordially invited
to attend this service with their children. Following a
short worship service, the children went to their classes
and their parents remained in church for the sermon.
This practice continued as long as he remained our
minister.

In July, 1957, Rev. Kennedy also served on the faculty
as a Youth Leader at the new Silver Lake Conference
Center in Sharon, CT.

Rev. Kennedy was very impressed about the manner in
which members completed tasks to improve our church.
When they asked for a new piano, they received two.
When floors needed to be polished, the estimated cost
of $150 became $63. Fifty new chairs were purchased
for supper uses. The church’s response to the Silver
Lake Camp Fund placed it on the honor roll of
contributing churches. There were more
accomplishments, too numerous to mention.

The Kennedys celebrated the arrival of their third
daughter in May, 1959. In June of that year, the church
approved sale of the parsonage on King Street and the
building of a new parsonage on church property on S.
King Street.

Early in 1960, Rev. Kennedy spent two months
traveling and studying in the Holy Land. His letters tell
of his many interesting experiences including a visit to
the sight of the first baptism at River Jordan and a climb
up to the Mt. of Olives. While in Jerusalem, he assisted
in the preparation of the NBC television program “The
Way of the Cross,” presented on April 16, 1960.

In August, 1960, the 130th anniversary of the King
Street Church was celebrated by a large congregation,
led by Rev. Kennedy. In October, the Kennedy family
became the first to move into the new and current
parsonage.

Rev. Kennedy resigned from the church effective in
August, 1961 in order to become Assistant Professor of
Religion at Austin College in Sherman, Texas. His
farewell reception was a celebration for a man and his
family who had become vital members of the KSUCC
community.
