…. Historian’s Corner  
 

King Street Church as an old woman 
remembers it (Cordelia Fuller – not me!) 
 
We have a letter written by Cordelia Fuller in 
our archives.  It was her wish for people to 
remember the families who lived here 100 
years ago. It is sometimes difficult to  decipher, 
but the letter appears to cover the King Street 
area in the years 1888 though 1907. Her 
memoir is lengthy, so I have only touched on a 
portion – for the most part relating to those 
families who lived on King Street.  
 
We start at the far end of King Street, very 
close to the home of Carolyn and Richard 
Ruffles.  Cordelia describes where people lived 
and in some cases the type of work they did, 
and how life was lived here in the King Street 
District. She mentions the farm of Mrs. Reuben 
Salmons, or Aunt Sarah as she was called.  
Fred Ruffles managed her farm and later 
owned it.  His family was active in the church.  
The farm was called by the older people “Cider 
Mill Hill.”  Mrs. Louise Knapp and her family 
occupied the house on the right just below the 
road level.  Her husband was a blacksmith, 
their son farmed, and did some blacksmithing, 
trapping and hunting. Cordelia writes about a 
small house on a bank with an immense lilac 
bush that almost hid the house. She thought  
that it may have been a tavern.  Moving along 
on the other side of the road was the farm of 
George Henry Knapp.  He and his wife were 
the driving force behind the church.  Others 
were faithful and hard working, but it was 
those two who kept things going.  Continuing 
down the road was the Leonard Salmons 
home.  He and his wife had three children.  He 
butchered calves for the local market and beef 
for the farmers.  Turning the bend, you came to 
the parsonage - previously owned by Asa 
Hoyt.  The Christian Church was across the 

street on the corner of King and South King 
Streets.  Beyond the bend on the left side was a 
boarding school built by Turnery Bullsley. His 
daughters were teachers.  It is said that the 
pond on the property was made when they 
dug clay to make bricks for the house.  Next to 
this was the one-room King Street schoolhouse 
(now in Rogers Park).  In those days there were 
quite a number of children in the District.  The 
last house on the left was the William 
Northrup place followed by the First Baptist 
Church and cemetery. (The William Northrup 
house is now owned by Bill Humphrey whose 
mother was Helen Northrup before she 
married Donald Humphrey). 
 
Cordelia had a very good description of the 
church.  In the rear of the church was a row of 
sheds where one could tie his horse while 
inside attending services.  They were deep 
enough so that the eaves covered a two- seated 
wagon. A horse block, which made alighting 
from wagons easier, stood in the center of the 
front lawn.  The interior of the church had two 
square boxed pews with aisles next to the wall 
on either side.  Following the old custom, the 
men and boys sat on the left and the women 
and girls on the right – all except Mrs. George 
Hawley who sat with her husband.  Box stoves 
warmed the Church in the winter.  The 
cordwood was brought during the summer 
when most of the farm work was done being 
neatly piled outside.  The men would often 
have what they called a “wood bee.” 
 
Luckily, enough remains that we can still 
imagine how King Street must have looked 100 
years ago.  Thank you, Cordelia, for letting us 
see it through your eyes!

(CAIM). Historically, forebears of the UCC 
established churches and worked with Lakota, 
Dakota, Nakota, Mandan, Hidatsa, Arickara, 
and Hocak in North and South Dakota, 
Wisconsin and northern Nebraska. 
 
Today there are 20 UCC congregations on 
reservations and one urban, multi-tribal UCC 
congregation in Minneapolis, Minnesota. These 
churches and their pastors are supported by 
CAIM. CAIM is also an invaluable resource for 
more than 1,000 individuals from dozens of 

other tribes and nations who are members of 
other UCC congregations in the U.S.
