As I write this, I have just returned from “Black Friday” shopping.  
Shopping on the day after Thanksgiving is not my tradition. In fact, I think 
this is the first time I’ve done it. But  the promise of some good deals lured 
me out of bed at 7:00 this morning.   

I expected to find a long line of cars exiting the interstate at 
Newtown Road. There was no line. I turned left and headed toward my 
favorite store, expecting a long line of cars waiting to get into the lot. No 
line. I found a surprisingly close parking place, and when I entered the 
store I saw checkout lines not much longer than usual, although every cash 
register was being used. The only hint of a problem was the dearth of 
shopping carts. After hanging around the checkout lines in order to snag a 
cart, I headed toward my primary destination: the electronics section. 

And that’s where I encountered the lines. Two of them, in fact, 
snaking in both directions along the back wall. Two harried-looking 
cashiers were trying to wait on every single customer who wanted a Wii, 
Nintendo DSi, iTouch, Nano, portable DVD player, or HDTV—all the 
hot-ticket, high-priced items that were too valuable to leave out in the 
open. Fifty customers. Two clerks. No assurance that the item you wanted 
was even still available. A recipe for shopping rage. 

But one employee showed great initiative. She picked a point in 
line and started asking people what they needed—how many gigabytes, 
what size screen, the package deal or the pink one?—and she retrieved 
each and every item from the back room. “Follow me,” she said to six 
slightly confused but happy customers. She could not hand out the 
items—company policy required that they be paid for first. So instead she 
led the customers to the front checkout stands, and she stood in line while 
every one of them purchased their prized electronics deal. She even 
managed to help several other customers along the way. 
 In case you’re wondering, no, this is not an advertisement for 
Target! It’s an example of the difference one person can make. The 
problem was big, and helping only 10% of those in line might seem a waste 
of time. But help had to come from somewhere, and she decided it would 
come from her.  She saw a problem and she did what she could do to help, 
even if it was a drop in the bucket.  
 This Christmas season, the needs are great. People all around us are 
struggling financially . . . and emotionally and spiritually, too. We could say 
the problem is overwhelming, much too big for us even to try to fix it. Or 
we could decide to help where we can. Where to begin? Begin like the clerk 
did—by asking people what they need. 
 “As we have been blessed, may we be a blessing to others.”

The Years Go by So Quickly  
 
People come into our minds and it seems like just 
yesterday they were here with us – talking, laughing, and 
making one’s day so much brighter.  Such was the loved 
one we are remembering this month – Janice Badger. 
 
Jan, the wife of Guy Badger, was born in Hyannis, MA. 
on June 25th, 1931, the daughter of Howard and Edith 
Sweet.  She was a graduate of the Worcester 
Massachusetts Memorial School of Nursing. 
 
Jan met Guy as she was caring for his mother while 
working with the Visiting Nurse Association.  At the 
time he was in the service.  They married and lived in 
Auburn, MA before moving to Danbury.  They joined 
our church in 1964, and were the parents of a son, Paul, 
and two daughters, Bonnie and Marilyn. 
 
Jan was very active in the Women’s Society, supporting 
all its functions including the Thrift Shop.  When she 
first came to our church she was in awe of the splendid 
King Street cooks.  The first time she was asked to bake 
a pie she got so nervous that Guy had to bake it for her 
– and it was a huge success!  From then on she made 
her own. However, her family remembers cakes 
exploding in the oven, a Thanksgiving turkey falling on 
the floor and a shrimp salad made with uncooked 
shrimp! We all have had similar memories of things not 
going so perfectly. 
 
Jan and her family were great supporters of the Dorothy 
Day Hospitality House and made cookies, brownies, 
and other goodies for them.  One Christmas Eve they 
even made individual gift plates of cookies, breads, 
oranges and candy canes for all the guests. 
 
She also worked with Meals on Wheels and, while the 
children were young, was active as a Cub Scout and Girl 
Scout leader. 
 
Nursing was one of her dearest loves, and indeed it was 
her calling in life.  In Auburn she was a visiting nurse, 
and then worked 9 years at the Danbury Hospital and 
15 years at Glen Hill Convalescent Center.  Many of our 
church family were cared for at one time or another by 
her. 
 

In the 60’s we had an active camping congregation, and 
the Badgers, along with other church families, often 
went to Silver Lake Conference Center in Sharon, CT.  
Such happy memories of fun and fellowship. 
Burlingame State Park in Rhode Island was another 
favorite.  Jan loved the ocean and, after her death, Guy 
purchased the cottage in South Kingston, Rhode Island. 
They had spent many lovely vacations there and, no 
doubt, she would have wanted that for Guy. 
 
Indeed, Jan was a special lady.  Along with everything 
else she loved to walk.  A jaunt around the block went 
from her home on Waterbury Lane up Middle River 
Road and back down South King Street.  It included 
many stops along the way to see how the Wiblings, 
Mark and Liz Russell, and other friends were doing. 
 
She loved to swim and every morning at 5 am one could 
find her at the YMCA doing laps at the pool.  Birding 
was another activity that brought her pleasure. 
 
Jan was a member of the Nutmeg Quilt Group.  When 
her daughter, Bonnie, was to be married, she worked 
vigorously making a beautiful quilt in the “Flying 
Geese” pattern.  Other family members through the 
years also received special gifts of her handiwork. 
 
She and Guy loved to square dance and were members 
of many area dance clubs. 
 
Jan passed away on August 12th, 1988, after a tragic car 
accident in Maine. She was only 57 years old.  To make 
matters even sadder, she and Guy had gone in two cars 
because of all they were taking with them. On the drive 
home he passed an accident and suddenly realized it was 
his beloved wife in the car.  One of their daughters was 
with Jan, and she survived.  It was a terrible loss for us 
all. 
 
Just mention her name to anyone who knew her and 
that person will smile, for she was someone everyone 
dearly loved.  Jan practiced her faith.  Happiness to her 
was giving to and helping others.  She was a loving wife, 
mother, and friend.
